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DETROIT LIONS VS NEW ORLEANS SAINTS
The Detroit Lions will travel to New Orleans this coming
weekend and face the New Orleans Saints at the Mer-
cedes-Benz Superdome on Sunday Night Football. Kickoff
on Sunday is set for 8:30 PM ET. The Lions will be looking
to get back on track after a 27-15 loss to the Green Bay
Packers on Thanksgiving while the Saints aim to keep it
rolling after a 49-24 win against the New York Giants on
Monday Night Football. The game will be televised na-
tionally on NBC with Al Michaels handling play-by-play,
Cris Collinsworth adding color commentary and Michele
Tafoya reporting from the sideline. The game will also
air live on the Lions Radio Network (WXYT 97.1 FM) with
announcer Dan Miller handling play-by-play, Jim Brand-
statter adding color commentary and Tony Ortiz report-
ing from the sideline.

“WE BEAT OURSELVES”

Following the Lions’ 27-15 loss to the Green Bay Pack-
ers on Thanksgiving Day, Head Coach Jim Schwartz said
it was fairly obvious what happened to put them on the
wrong side of the final score.

Schwartz: “We moved the ball in the first half and we
couldn’t get points from it. We missed a field goal; we
had penalties derail drives and we had those opportu-
nities to get points on the board and to get a lead in
the first half and we accomplished neither of those. We
went down 7-0 and then with the injuries that we had
-we lost (Louis) Delmas early and then lost Chris Hous-
ton in the first half and then we kept losing defensive
backs. We were playing with Rashied Davis for most of
the fourth quarter in this game. At that point, it was
very difficult to get back in.

“We lost Kevin Smith early; (he) was running very, very
well and after we missed those opportunities in the
first, a good team like the Packers won’t give you a
chance to get back in it.”

The Lions lost four players to injuries by the end of the
third quarter: running back Kevin Smith (ankle), safety
Louis Delmas (ankle), cornerback Chris Houston (knee)
and cornerback Brandon McDonald (leg).

Schwartz on whether he expects any injuries to be
long-term: “Too early to say, but let’s be optimistic. Let’s
hope none of them are.”

Penalty wise, within the Lions’ first two offensive drives,
they were able to move the ball well (101 yards), but three
penalties for 30 yards hurt them.

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LIONS TEAM CAPTAINS

The team’s captains for 2011 are QB Matthew Stafford (of-

fense), C Dominic Raiola (offense), DE Kyle Vanden Bosch

(defense) and K Jason Hanson (special teams).

» Stafford, Raiola, Vanden Bosch and Hanson will wear a
team captain patch, that includes a block “C,” on the right
shoulder of their game jerseys.

» Being named team captain in 2011 marks the sixth-straight

season for Raiola and the fifth consecutive year for both

Hanson and Vanden Bosch (2007-09 at Tennessee).

The “C” patches for Raiola and Hanson have four gold stars

under the “C” signifying their four years of being a Lions

captain since the NFL began its captain initiative in 2007.

» Thisis the sixth-straight year the Lions selected team cap-
tains for the entire season. Prior to the launch of the NFL's
initiative, the team captains in 2006 were recognized with
agold “C” on their practice jersey and a sign in their locker.
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On their second possession, an illegal use of hands pen-
alty, followed by an offensive holding penalty took them
out of field goal position, forcing them to punt.

As a team, they finished with 11 penalties for 82 yards.

WR Calvin Johnson: “Penalties, turnovers and those
things, when you have those on your stat sheet, you
don’t win a lot of games. You have to eliminate those,
and the story of the year, we have to start faster on
offense. We can’t continue to do that against a good
team. We beat ourselves”

MISSED OPPORTUNITIES

Offensively, the Lions moved the ball well, finishing with
23 first downs in comparison to the Packers’ 18, 5-of-10in
third down efficiency in comparison to the Packer’s 2-of-
10, and 409 total net yards, in comparison to the Packers’
349.

While the match-up between the two teams was good,
they seemed to continually shoot themselves in the foot
with penalties, turnovers and missed opportunities.

QB Matthew Stafford: “It’s tough. When we cross the
50, we've got to do a better job of getting points on
the board. We knocked ourselves out of field goal range
a couple times, had some changes to get first downs
deep into their territory and we didn’t get them.

“| still do feel like we match-up really well against
those guys. We didn’t play our best; we didn’t get a
bunch of the breaks today.”

Following the game, frustration seemed to be the best
word to define the mood of the locker room.

C Dominic Raiola: “I hope everyone has a bad taste in
their mouth when they’re eating because we failed on
a big stage again. We screwed it up (with) penalties,
starting drives on first-and-20 and turnovers.”

Johnson echoed that sentiment.

Johnson: “Any loss is frustrating, but especially on
Thanksgiving. We had a very positive vibe going through
the week and even today. It’s just the turnovers. When
you give a good team like that the ball on our side of
the field, what can you expect?”

Stafford completed 32-of-45 passes for 276 yards and
three interceptions for a quarterback rating of 66.5.

All three picks proved to be costly as they resulted in
scoring drives for the Packers - two touchdowns and a
field goal.

Stafford: “The first one, d-lineman didn’t rush, tipped
the ball, Clay Matthew made a great play. The second
one, they made another great play. | was trying to go to
Pettigrew over the middle and the guy jumped way up
and made a great pick. On the last one, guy just took

The Lions-Saints series dates back to Thanksgiving Day 1968 when
the two teams tied, 20-20. They have played each other 13 more times
since then with New Orleans holding a slim 10-9 advantage. They met
in the second game ever played at Ford Field in 2002 with the Lions
winning, 26-21. It was the first win for the club at their new home. The
last time these two franchises met was back in 2009 in New Orleans
with the Saints defeating the Lions, 45-27.

Rogers, who was drafted in the second
round of the 2001 NFL Draft by the Lions, was in Detroit for seven
seasons. During his time with the Lions, Rogers had 355 tackles
(253 solo), 29 sacks, 4 forced fumbles, 9 fumble recoveries, and
1 interception returned for a touchdown. He was selected to the
Pro Bowl three times as a Lion.

GETTING DEFENSIVE

»  Before Lions Head Coach Jim Schwartz took over as defensive
coordinator for the Tennessee Titans in 2001, he served as its
defensive assistant and linebackers coach from 1993-2000 under
current Saints defensive coordinator Gregg Williams, who was
the Titans’ defensive coordinator from 1997-2000.

» Lions T Corey Hilliard grew up in New Orleans and was a Saints
fan. Prior to going to Oklahoma State, Hilliard attended Jesuit
High School where he was named First-Team All-State by the

The defense also suffered with losing players, particularly
in the secondary, losing Delmas, Houston and McDonald.

They were stretched so thin that in the fourth quarter, WR
Rashied Davis had to come in at safety.

Davis: “They mentioned at halftime (that | might have
to come in). | used to play defensive back, so it’s not
that much of a stretch, but | hadn’t done it since 2005.”

Levy felt the two teams matched-up well, but losing
players to injuries and, in the case of DT Ndamukong Suh,
disqualification from the game, it made it hard for the de-
fense to find a rhythm, particularly in the second half.

Levy: “I thought we matched-up with them pretty well.
It's hard to blitz a guy that gets the ball out as fast
as he does. You have to get pressure up front and we
had been playing pretty good in the back-end manning

guys.

“We got a couple of guys banged up and kind of got out
of rhythm in the second half. We couldn’t really good
ahold of it.”

MOVING UP THE RANKS

The Lions 7-4 record this season has been paced on both

sides of the ball with an efficient offense and stingy de-

fense. The Lions currently rank high in critical statistical
categories such as scoring, points allowed, Red Zone de-
fense, turnover margin and passer rating.

» Throughout the team’s first 11 games, the Lions have
proven the ability to put points on the board, ranking
fourth in the NFL in scoring (28.7 pts/game).

» The Lions 70-point scoring margin through 11 games is
seventh overall in the League.

» The team’s success in many of its wins, including the
Lions three historic comebacks, is due in part to the
offense finding a way to put up points and the defense
keeping the opponents off the board in the second half
of games. After halftime, the Lions are first in the NFL
with 206 points and fourth in points allowed with 94.
The team’s 112-point second half margin leads the
league.

» In the Red Zone, the Lions defense has allowed a TD
rate of just 42.5-percent in the Red Zone (17 TDs on 40
drives), which ranks eighth in the League.

» When it comes to passing efficiency (rating), the Li-
ons are highly ranked on both sides of the ball. On of-
fense, the team has accumulated a 90.8 passer rating,
the ninth-best in the NFL. On defense, the Lions have
limited opponents to a passer rating of 73.1, which is
fourth best in the NFL. The passer rating difference of
17.7 is the fourth-best passer rating margin in the NFL.

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HISTORIC WINS

Detroit's 7-4 start in 2011 has been fueled by victories claimed by the

Lions in historic fashion. Three of the team’s win have been come-

backs from at 17+-point deficit. The Lions are the first team in NFL

history to record three 17+-point comebacks in the same season.

> Detroit has now scored at least 45 points in three games this year
(48 vs. KC 9/18, 45 at Den 10/30 and vs. Car 49 11/20). It is only
the second time in team history that the Lions have registered
45 points in three different games during a single season. This
also occurred in 1952 (52 at GB 10/26/52, 48 vs. GB 11/27/52 and
vs. 45 Chi 12/7/52).

> vs. KC 9/18: In the 48-3 win over the Chiefs, the Lions set a new
franchise record for margin of victory in the regaular season with
a 45-point margin. The only other game in team history with that
large of a victory margin was the 53-14 win over the Cleveland
Browns in the 1957 NFL Championship Game.

> at Min 9/25: In Week 3 at Minnesota, the Lions won 26-23 in
overtime, after trailing 20-0 at halftime. It was the team’s larg-
est comeback on the road in team history and it was the third
largest comeback overall (regular season). It was the first time
in team history that the Lions trailed by at least 20 points and
came back to win.

> atDal 10/2: In the 34-30 win last week, the Lions 24-point come-
back over the Cowboys matched the franchise-best for come-
backs equaling the come-from-behind win October 20, 1957 vs.
Baltimore. It sets the franchise record for the largest comeback
on the road in team history, breaking the previous record of a
20-point comeback set last week at Minnesota (9/25).

> The Lions are the first team in NFL history to record 20+-point
comebacks in consecutive weeks.

»  With the 24-point comeback on the road, the Lions tied an NFL
record for the largest comeback by a road team, accomplished
three previous times. The last 24-point comeback occurred De-
cember 6, 1992 when the Los Angeles Rams won at Tampa Bay
31-27 after trailing by 24 points.

» at Den 10/30: With a 45-10 win at Denver, the Lions scored 45
points and registered a 35-point margin of victory on the road.
The 45 points are tied for the second-highest road tally in team
history and most since a 45-3 win at San Francisco 10/29/67. The
35-point margin of victory is tied for teh fourth-largest on the
road in team history and is the largest road markgin since the
Lions won 40-0 at green Bay 9/20/70.

» vs. Car 11/20: After trailing 24-7 and then winning 49-35, the
Lions are the first team in NFL history to win three games in
a single season in which it trailed by at least 17 points. All 49
points by the Lions occurred via touchdowns. It ties a team record
for the most touchdowns in a single game, which occurred four
previous times. The last time the Lions scored 7 touchdowns in
a game was vs. Chicago November 27, 1997. Also, the 49 points
scored by the Lions occurred via offensive touchdowns (5 pass,
2 rush). It is only the second time in team history that the Lions
scored 7 offensive touchdowns in a game. he Lions also scored
7 offensive touchdowns vs. the New York Yanks November 23,
1950 (3 pass, & rush).
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» The Lions are fifth in turnover margin through 11 games
with +6 (23 takeaways, 17 giveaways). Their 23 take-
aways are tied for fourth in the NFL this season. They
are also tied for fifth in the NFL with 15 interceptions.

» On offense, their TD pass to interception ratio is 26-to-
13. On defense, that ratio is 12-to-15.

» Detroit is one of three teams (Houston and Pittsburgh)
ranked in the Top-10 in both total offense (9th) and to-
tal defense (10th).

STAFFORD’S PROGRESS

Lions QB Matthew Stafford is in his third NFL season and
directs an offense that features weapons like WRs Calvin
Johnson, Nate Burleson and Titus Young, TEs Brandon
Pettigrew and Tony Scheffler.

» Stafford has 3,119 passing yards (276-of-443, 62.3 pct)
with 26 touchdowns and 13 interceptions through the
first 11 games of the season. He has a passer rating
of 90.7
« Heis fourth in the NFL in touchdown passes (26)

and is ninth in passer rating (30.7).

« Stafford has averaged 278.7 passing yards through
11 games, which is tied for eighth in the NFL.

« He has thrown at least two touchdown passes in 12
of his 24 career NFL starts.

« He has the most passing yards by any Lions
quarterback through the season’s first 11 games in
team history (previous best was QB Jon Kitna 2,897
in 2007). His is the first quarterback in franchise
history to throw for 3,000 yards in the season’s first
11 games.

« His 3,119 passing yards ranks sixth all-time for a
single season.

« With his 26 touchdown passes, he tied Hall of Fame
QB Bobby Layne (26, 1951) for the second-highest
single-season tally in team history.

« Stafford’s 26 touchdown passes through 11 games
ties Layne (26, 1951) for the most touchdown
passes by a Lions quarterback through 11 games in
team history.

» Stafford went 32-of-45 for 276 yards, 1 touchdown and
3 interceptions vs. Green Bay (11/24). He also added 31
yards rushing.

« In the second quarter, he scrambled for 22 yards -
the longest run of his career.

» Had a career-high tying 5 touchdowns in a 49-35 win
vs. Carolina (11/20). He also threw 2 interceptions. He
finished with a passer rating of 121.9.

« His 5 touchdown passes tied a team single-game
record (Gary Danielson vs. Min 12/9/78 and Stafford
vs. Cle 11/22/09). He became the first player in
team history to throw 5 touchdowns twice during
his career.

« Stafford is the first quarterback in NFL history to
throw 5 touchdown passes twice in his first 23
career games.

« He also became the first player in team history to
pass for 4 touchdowns in a game four times in his
career. He broke the previous mark set by Layne,
who had 3 career games with 4 touchdown passes.

« By passing for 335 yards, he now has 5 career 300-
yard games tying Layne for the third-most in team

The Lions claimed a 24-13 victory over the Chicago Bears on Monday
Night Football (10/10) which marked the team’s first appearance on
Monday Night Football since 2001. The crowd of 67,861 for the Lions
Monday Night Football game set a new Ford Field record for a Lions
game since the team opened the stadium in 2002. The previous record
was 63,257 vs. Green Bay November 11, 2007.

» Monday night’s crowd was only 345 fans shy of the attendance

for Super Bowl XL (68,206).

« Stafford’s 77.8 completion percentage was the

highest single-game tally for a Lions quarterback

with at least 35 pass attempts.

« The Lions are now 6-0 in games when throwing at
least 3 touchdowns and 7-0 when his passer rating

is over 100.0.

« Itis the fifth time in Stafford’s career that he has
led the Lions to victory after trailing or being tied in

the fourth quarter.

« In Stafford’s two career games with 5 touchdown
passes, he found 5 different receivers for scores in

both games.

« His121.9 passer rating is the highest single-game
passer rating in team history that included throwing

2 interceptions. The previous high was QB Rodney
Peete’s 115.1 rating vs. Chicago December 16, 1990.
» Stafford went 33-0f-63 for 329 yards and a touchdown
in Week 10 at Chicago (11/13). He also threw four in-

terceptions.

« The 63 attempts sets a franchise record for most

passing attempts in a single game.

« It was his fourth career 300-yard passing game, ty-
ing him with Gary Danielson for fourth on the Lions

all-time list of career 300-yard passing games.

» Stafford finished 21-of-30 for 267 yards and 3 touch-

downs in the 45-10 win at Denver (10/30).
» He tossed touchdown passes to WR Titus Young

(41 yards), TE Tony Scheffler (1 yard) and WR Calvin

Johnson (56 yards). It was the third game this

season that he has thrown at least 3 touchdown
passes and the seventh with at least two touch-

down passes in a game.

« His 267 passing yards gave him the most passing
yards by a Lions quarterback through the first eight
games of a season (2,179 yards), surpassing QB Jon

Kitna’s 2006 total of 2,174.

« The 3 touchdown passes put his season total at 19

through the first eight games. Only Lions Hall of

Fame QB Bobby Layne’s 20 TD tosses in the first

eight games of the 1951 season are better than
Stafford’s tally this year.
» He also added a 21-yard rush in the game. That

tied the longest of rush of his career. His previous

21-yarder occurred vs. Washington 9/27/09.

» Stafford finished 19-of-26 (73.1) for 219 yards and 2
touchdowns (1 int) vs. Chicago (10/10), highlighted by a
73-yard touchdown pass to Calvin Johnson in the sec-

ond quarter.
« The 73-yard touchdown pass was the second

longest completion of his career. The longest was
in 2009 vs. Cleveland (11/22/09) when he connected

with Johnson on a 75-yard touchdown.

» Best gained 677 yards from scrimmage for Detroit in

the first six games of his second season. He missed five

games before being placed on the reserve/injured list
due to a concussion.

» Best accounted for 110 total yards (37 rushing, 73 re-

ceiving) vs. the 49ers (10/16).

« He was responsible for all 54 yards on the Lions
first drive of the third quarter that set up a 24-yard
field goal from Jason Hanson to give the Lions the
13-12 lead. He had 2 catches for 53 yards and 1
rush for 1 yard on the drive.

» Best shined brightest on the biggest stage of Monday

Night Football as he had a career night vs. the Bears

(10/10). He rushed for 163 yards on just 12 carries and

It also marked his first
career 100-yard rushing game.

« In addition to his 88-yard touchdown run, he set up
the Lions final score of the game (Hanson 31-yard
FG) by starting off a fourth quarter drive with a
43-yard run.

+ Best became just the second player in Lions history
to register an 80+-yard run (88-yard TD run vs. Chi
10/10/11) and a 75+-yard reception (75-yard TD vs.
Phi 9/19/10), joining RB Billy Sims (81-yard run at
SD 9/30/84; 87-yard TD reception at GB 9/14/80;
81-yard TD reception vs. Dal 11/15/81).

» In Detroit’s home-opening 48-3 win vs. Kansas City

(9/18), Jahvid Best rushed for 57 yards and a touch-

down (16 carries, 3.6 avg) and had six receptions for 66

yards and a touchdown for a total of 108 total yards

from scrimmage.

+ Best’s touchdowns were both in the fourth quarter:
a 9-yard catch-and-run and a 1-yard dive over the
top, for his first scores of the season.

+ He had both a rushing and receiving touchdown for
the second time in his career and it was his third
career multi-touchdown game.

The Lions’ two-time Pro Bowl kicker Jason Hanson is one
of the NFL’s top all-around Kickers. He is in his 20th sea-
son and is the franchise leader for most seasons played
with the Lions. Hanson continues to show consistent ac-
curacy and distance on both field goals and kickoffs.

» Hanson ranks first in every statistical category for a
place kicker in Lions history with longest field goal
(56), field goals made (458) and attempted (557), extra
points made (608) and extra points attempted (616).
He also ranks as the franchise leader in games played
(306) and was named to the Lions’ 75th Season All-
Time Team in 2008.

» Hanson’s 1,982 career points ranks first in all-time
scoring among active players (seventh overall). He has
led the team in scoring 18 seasons, which is tied for
third all-time.

» In his 305th career game, Hanson made 7 PATs in De-
troit’s 49-35 win over Carolina (11/20), which ties a
career high. He joins Hall of Fame RB Doak Walker as
the only players in team history to make 7 PATs in two
different games.

» Hanson played in his 304th career game at Chicago
(11/13) which surpassed Hall of Fame WR Jerry Rice
for fifth place on the NFL's career games played list.

» In Week 10 at Chicago (11/13), he kicked his 600th ca-
reer PAT. Hanson is the eighth player in NFL history
with 600 career PATs.

» He played in his 303rd career game at Denver (10/30)
tying him with Hall of Fame WR Jerry Rice for fifth place
on the NFL’s career games played list.

» Hanson went 1-for-1 on field goals and 6-for-6 on extra
points in the Lions win at Denver (10/30).

« The field goal was from 50-yards out. He now has
connected on 49 career 50+-yard field goals, the
all-time leader in NFL history in that category.

« His 9 points put his season total to 77 points, which
is tied for the fifth most in the NFL Week 9.

» Hanson went 3-for-3 on field goals in the Week 7 loss
vs. Atlanta (10/23).

« He finished the game with 10 points (3 FG, 1 PAT)
and now has scored 68 points on the season. He has
scored 10 points in four of the team’s seven games
this season.

» In the Lions win at Dallas (10/2), Hanson kicked two
field goals, including a 51-yarder to close the gap to 3
points late in the fourth quarter.

+ With a 50-yard field goal against Dallas he ex-
tended his NFL record of career 50-yard field goals
to 48.

+ He has made 3 50-yard field goals this year. It is
the 10th time in his career he has made 3 50-yard
field goals in a season.

» In Week 3 at Minnesota (9/25), Hanson sealed the
game with a 32-yard field goal in overtime. It was the
18th time in his career that he has made a game-win-
ning Kick in the fourth quarter or overtime, and it was
his eighth game-winning kick in overtime.
 Hanson scored 14 points in the Lions win (4 FG, 2

PAT). It was the 17th time in his career that he has
recorded 14-or-more points in a game and his 61st
career-game with10-or-more points.

+ He was 4-for-4 on field goal attempts at Minne-
sota, making field goals of 28, 50, 40 and 32 yards.
It was the 23rd time in his career that he has made
four field goals in a game. He moved passed K Gary
Anderson for third place on the League’s record list
for most career games with four field goals.

+ Heis tied for the most games (&) connecting on two
50-yard field goals in the same game. His 21 50-
yard field goals since 2005 rank third in the League
for the most 50-yarders over the past six seasons.

» Against the Chiefs (9/18), Hanson set an all-time NFL
record by playing in his 297th career game for the Li-
ons, which is the most games played by one player for
one team. He surpassed Hall of Fame C Bruce Mat-
thews who played 296 games for the Houston Oilers/
Tennessee Titans.

» On a PAT following the Lions first touchdown against
Kansas City (9/18), Hanson reached 1,900 career
points to become the seventh player in NFL history
with 1,900 career points. He ended the game with 12
points (2 FGs and 6 PATs).

» In the season-opener at Tampa (9/11), Hanson became
the 15th player in NFL history to play in 20 seasons.
He joined Hall of Famers T Jackie Slater (Los Ange-
les Rams; 20) and CB Darrell Green (Washington, 20)
for the most seasons played for a team that originally
drafted them.

» Hanson is one of only two kickers (Saints K John Ka-
say) in the League who was active the last time the
kickoffs were placed at the 35-yard line (1993). Dur-
ing his first two years (1992-93) in the NFL, Hanson
registered 60 touchbacks, including 46 in 1993, kicking
off at the 35-yard line. Since entering the NFL in 1992,
Hanson has registered the most touchbacks (248) in
the NFL. From 1994-2010, when kickoffs were moved
to the 30-yard line (tee was also lowered to 1 inch in
1994), Hanson recorded the second-most touchbacks
(188) during that span.

SUMMARY

The Lions opened their 2011 regular season with a hard-fought victory in steamy
Tampa, Florida against the Buccaneers. Coming off four consecutive wins to end
2010, which included one in Tampa in December, and four more wins during the
preseason, momentum was on Detroit’s side and they showed it right from the
opening kickoff. Matthew Stafford, who was one of the League’s best quarterbacks
during the preseason, got off to a hot start in leading the Lions down the field on
a 12-play, 76-yard opening drive to set up K Jason Hanson for a chip-shot field
goal of 23 yards out. The Bucs would answer right away with a 78-yard kickoff
return by WR Sammie Stroughter to put the ball at the Lions 21-yard line. The
Lions defense would hold and force a 38-yard field goal from TB K Connor Barth.
On the next Detroit possession, Stafford threw high to TE Will Heller, who tipped
the ball into the air, and TB CB Aqib Talib picked it off and returned it 28 yards for
a touchdown giving Tampa Bay a 10-3 lead. After the mistake, however, Stafford
would settle in and lead the Lions down the field on the next drive to set up
Hanson’s second field goal, this one from 28-yards out. The Bucs would hold the
four-point advantage into the second quarter before the tide started to turn in
the favor of the visiting team. Lions CB Chris Houston intercepted Bucs QB Josh
Freeman in the end zone to hault a potential scoring drive giving the ball back to
the offense, who would take advantage. Stafford hit his favorite target, WR Calvin
Johnson, down the right sideline for a 36-yard touchdown strike on a 4th-and-2.
This gave the Lions a 13-10 lead - one they would not relinquish the rest of the
way. Following a Bucs 3-and-out, Stafford, working primarily out of the shotgun,
would drive the Lions again. He hit WR Nate Burleson on a 29-yard pass followed
by 14 yard catches by WR Rashied David and TE Brandon Pettigrew. He concluded
the drive finding TE Tony Scheffler on a roll to the right from 11 yards away for a
score to give Detroit the 10-point edge. The Bucs would cut into the lead before
halftime as Freeman led the team on a 2-minute drill to set up a 31-yard Barth field
goal as time expired for intermission. Following another 3-and-out from Tampa
Bay to begin the second half, Stafford and Johnson would strike again. Battling
cramps due to the heat, the third-year quarterback found Johnson on a jump ball
from 1-yard out for his second touchdown of the game. The play was reviewed, but
replay showed Johnson was able to get two feet in bounds with full possession.
The Lions would take the 27-13 lead into the fourth quarter, but Freeman would
not go quietly on his home field. With just under two minutes to play, the 6-foot-6
Freeman found WR Mike Williams on a toe-tip grab in the back of the end zone
to trim the Detroit lead to just a seven. On the subsequent onside kick, Johnson
soared into the sky to recover the ball for the Lions. Detroit was unable to get
a first down to run the clock out, so with just over a minute remaining, the Bucs
got the ball back at their own 20-yard line. Freeman was able to get the team to
the Lions 42-yard line, but time would run out and the Lions went back to Detroit
1-0in the new season.

SUMMARY

The Lions opened their home schedule with a dominating performance in front
of a sold out crowd at Ford Field defeating the Chiefs 48-3. Midway through the
opening drive, quarterback Matthew Stafford threw an interception to Chiefs
safety Jon McGraw. On the return, however, McGraw fumbled the ball and Lions
TE Tony Scheffler recovered to give the Lions offense another opportunity. With
the assistance of two personal foul penalties by the Chiefs defense, Stafford lead
the team 56 yards on just two plays and found his favorite target, WR Calvin
Johnson, for a 15-yard score. The Chiefs answered with a field goal on their
first possession, but suffered a huge loss on the drive when RB Jamaal Charles
suffered a knee injury and would not return. The first quarter concluded with the
score 7-3. The second quarter would see the Lions take complete control of the
game, first with the offense and concluding with their defense. Stafford threw
his second touchdown of the game midway through the quarter when he found
Scheffler running down the middle of the field for a 36-yard score. It was Scheffler’s
second straight game with a touchdown catch. With the crowd energized, the Lions
defense picked up the pressure on Chiefs QB Matt Cassell and forced him into
interceptions on consecutive drives - the first by CB Chris Houston and the second
by S Amari Spievey. Each interception set up a field goal by K Jason Hanson - who
was playing in his 297th game with the Lions, a new NFL record for most games
played with one team. He also went over the 1,900 point mark in his career, only
the seventh player in NFL history to do so. Up by 17 at the half, Detroit’s offense
did not slow down and continued to put points on the board. Stafford hit Johnson
for his second touchdown of the game - and fourth in the first two games - in the
third quarter to push their lead to 27-3. Trailing by 24, the Chiefs had to abandon
their specialty - the run game - and rely on their passing game to try and get
back in the game. That gave the Lions defense more opportunities to pressure
Cassell and resulted in more turnovers. Following the Johnson score, Lions DE
Kyle Vanden Bosch sacked Cassell and caused a fumble that was recovered by LB
Stephen Tulloch. With the short field, RB Jahvid Best took a pass from Stafford
from 9-yards out and dove into the end zone to push the score to 34-3. The Lions
defense would force yet another turnover on the following Chiefs drive when CB Eric
Wright forced a fumble by Chiefs RB Dexter McCluster which was recovered by DE
Cliff Avril. Again with a short field to work with, Best scored his second touchdown
of the fourth quarter on a 1-yard plunge. Wright would get his hands on the ball
again on the next Chiefs possession when he picked off Cassell. With the starters
pulled, newest Lion RB Keiland Williams took advantage of his opportunity and
concluded the scoring when he converted a 4th-and-1 from the 1-yard line for the
offense’s sixth touchdown and a 48-3 final.

With just over a minute to go in the half, the Lions were forced to punt the football
back to Minnesota. Return man Marcus Sherels brought it back 53 yards and with an
additional 15-yard face mask penalty by Detroit, the Vikings started on the Lions’
13-yard line with 0:50 remaining. On third down, McNabb found TE Visanthe Shiancoe
in the back of the end zone for an 8-yard touchdown and Minnesota took a 20-0 lead
to the locker room. After each team punted on their first possession of the second
half, the QB Matthew Stafford-led Lions attack finally got going on their second drive.
Stafford found TE Brandon Pettigrew for back-to-back receptions for 20 total yards
and then took a shot deep to his favorite target, WR Calvin Johnson. The third-year
0B threw a 32-yard fade pattern to Johnson, who jumped over DB Chris Cook for his
fifth TD reception of the season. Following another Vikings three-and-out, Stafford hit
Pettigrew three times on the next drive, including a 27-yarder, which culminated in a
28-yard field goal by K Jason Hanson. With momentum changing sidelines, the Detroit
defense forced a third-straight three-and-out. On the subsequent possession, Stafford
hit rookie WR Titus Young for 17 yards for a key third down conversion. On the next play,
the final one the 3rd quarter, RB Jahvid Best took a screen pass from Stafford and raced
down the sideline for a 60-yard gain to the Vikings’ 5-yard line. The Stafford-Johnson
combination struck again on the first play of the fourth quarter for a 5-yard touchdown
reception and cut the Lions’ deficit to three. Trying to re-establish control of the game,
Minnesota drove the ball down to the Lions 17-yard line, where they were faced with
a 4th-and-1. Head Coach Leslie Frazier decided to go for it, but the Lions stopped RB
Toby Gerhart short of the marker and took over on downs. Down a field goal, Stafford
led the offense back down the field and set up Hanson who converted on a game-tying
50-yarder. Tied with just over five minutes to play, the Lions forced the Vikings into
another punt. Detroit took over near midfield and after a pass to Pettigrew followed
by a 15-yard horse collar penalty, the ball was inside the Vikings 25-yard line. Three
plays later, Hanson booted a 40-yard field goal to give the Lions their first lead of the
game. With 2:25 remaining, McNabb led a 9-play, 52-yard drive to set up Longwell for
a game-tying 49-yard field goal ultimately sending the game to overtime. The Lions
won the toss in the extra session and elected to receive. On second down, Stafford
hit Young on another 17-yard gain to move the ball close to midfield. Two plays later,
Stafford saw single coverage on Johnson and threw it up to the big wide out. Johnson
made an over-the-shoulder catch inside the Vikings 15-yard line. On the next play,
Hanson kicked a game-winning 32-yard field goal.

SUMMARY

The Dallas Cowboys hosted the Lions in amarquee matchup of Week 4 of the NFL
season. Like a week prior, the Lions quickly had to play from behind as the home
team jumped out in front. Following an interception of Lions QB Matthew Stafford
by Cowboys S Gerald Sensabaugh, Cowboys QB Tony Romo found WR Dez Bryant
on a fade pattern from 25 yards out for the game’s first touchdown. On the next
Dallas possession, Romo took the Cowboys down to the Lions’ 1-yard line. Head
Coach Jason Garrett decided to go for it on 4th-and-goal from the 1, but RB Felix
Jones was stopped short of the goal line. Unfortunately, the Lions offense could
not build on the momentum and were forced into another punt. On the subsequent
drive, Romo hit Bryant again on a 6-yard touchdown pass to increase the lead to
14-0. The short touchdown reception was set up by a big play from Romo to WR
Laurent Robinson of 44 yards. The Cowboys increased the lead to 17-0 midway
through the second quarter on a 41-yard field goal by K Dan Bailey. Down three
scores, the Lions offense was finally able to get something going on their next
possession. Stafford hit WR Calvin Johnson for 12 yards and then RB Jahvid Best
for 24 to bring Detroit into the red zone. Three incompletions stalled the drive, but
K Jason Hanson got the Lions on the scoreboard with a 33-yard field goal. Dallas
answered Detroit’s three with a field goal of their own to end the first half with a
20-3 advantage. The Cowboys received the second half kickoff and after Hanson
slipped on the kick, defensive lineman Sean Lissemore returned it 38 yards to set
the Cowboys up in good field position at the Detroit 48-yard line. Six plays later,
Romo found TE Jason Witten from 1-yard out to take a 27-3 lead. Following
another Lions punt, the Detroit defense would get them back in the game on a
34-yard interception return for a touchdown by LB Bobby Carpenter. The Lions
defense got Detroit closer on the next Dallas drive when CB Chris Houston picked
off Romo and took it back 56 yards for another touchdown. In a matter of moments,
a 24 point lead had been trimmed to 10 and shades of Detroit’s Week 3 comeback
at Minnesota were starting to creep into Cowboys Stadium. Dallas would regain
a three possession lead on the next drive with another Bailey field goal, this one
from 23 yards. The 4th quarter started with the Lions down 30-17, but got tighter
on just the third play when Stafford connected on a 23-yard jump ball which WR
Calvin Johnson caught in the midst of three Cowboys’ defenders. A Hanson 51-yard
field goal with 4:27 remaining cut the Cowboys lead to 30-27 and put the pressure
on the Lions defense to regain possession for the offense. On the first play of the
Dallas drive, LB Stephen Tulloch dropped into coverage and picked off a Romo pass
intended for Witten. The Lions started on the Dallas 40-yard line and six plays
later, they had a 3rd-and-goal from the 3-yard line. Stafford tried to hit TE Brandon
Pettigrew, but Dallas CB Frank Walker was called for defensive holding giving the
Lions an automatic first down. On the next play, Stafford connected with Johnson
to give the Lions the lead. Down four, the Cowboys had one last drive for the win,
but a DE Willie Young sack all but ended it for Dallas. On 4th-and-20, Romo hit
Jones out of the backfield who was tackled short of the first down marker and
the Lions improved to 4-0 on the season. It marked their first 4-0 start since 1980.
